    Meeting of the City of Bloomsdale     
                    June 13, 2023
The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM with the following in attendance: Mayor Paul Monia, City Clerk Lynnette Randoll, Aldermen John Schweigert, Monica Rozier and Chris Basler. Alderman Brandon Shortt was absent. Also attending the meeting was Water Superintendent John Lurk, TJ Garb with Cochran, Mark Evans with the Ste. Genevieve Herald, and Bloomsdale Resident Herman Meyer.
The Meeting opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.
The minutes from the May Meeting were read and approved with a motion from Alderman Monica Rozier, seconded by John Schweigert.
Alderman Chris Basler made a motion to pay all current expenditures, seconded by John Schweigert. The motion was unanimously approved.
Overdue water bills were reviewed. Notices were sent Wednesday, 06/07/2023.
Clement Road resident Herman Meyer took the floor stating his concerns about the Easement/Right of Way paperwork he previously received. The Mayor explained that this paperwork is no longer valid since the road widening project is no longer happening. His new concern is with the stakes placed in his yard showing the proposed utility easement and temporary construction easement for the waterline upgrade project which is still moving forward in Spring of 2024. He stated he is very unhappy and will not be signing any paperwork. The Mayor and City Clerk explained the necessity of the project to achieve the long-term goal of upgrading all waterlines from Clement Road to the new Water Tower. The original waterline was installed in 1963 and 1964 and the outdated transite pipe is living on borrowed time, so to speak. He expressed great concern about the possible destruction of his property and access to his home via the driveway. The Mayor reassured him that all damage will be repaired in a comparable manner or better and that no driveway crossing will occur that can not be completed in one day. The Mayor told him all driveways will be returned to their original state, be it pavement or concrete. He stated he is still skeptical but will take our work for it and wait for pending paperwork. He left the meeting at 7:20 PM.

Mayor Monia asked John Lurk about contact with Flynn Drilling regarding the pump replacement at the water tower. John stated permitting is required before Flynn can move forward. TJ plans to submit the Permit Application within days but made the Council aware that the Missouri DNR is running about 30 days behind in issuing permits.
TJ submitted project status reports for the Water Tower and Clement Road projects. Cochran performed a final walk through on June 9th and requested necessary closeout documents from Vern Bauman Contracting. Once received, Cochran will release the final pay application. The proposed easements on Clement Road were staked. The Mayor was AWARE!!

Clerk’s notes:  It was brought to the Clerk’s attention that the picnic tables in the Park are in disrepair. Upon inspection, the tables were found to be sound and in decent shape, just dirty. Tom Rottler has been hired to power wash everything in the City Park for $1,500.00. He will do pavilions, roofs, concrete, bathroom facility and playground equipment, which will include eco-friendly and consumer safe disinfectants. He provided a Certificate of Insurance. The Annual Consumer Confidence Report Paperwork was completed and emailed to DNR on Wednesday, May 17th. The new insurance policy was activated and within the next few weeks, a meeting will be scheduled with Lee Lottes to review coverage. Requests for Business/Liquor License Renewals were mailed Thursday, June 1st. The licenses expire June 30, 2023. 
Alderman John Schweigert made a motion to adjourn the meeting at 7:50 PM, seconded by Chris Basler. The motion was approved.
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
