The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM with the following in attendance: Mayor Paul Monia, City Clerk Lynnette Randoll, Aldermen John Schweigert and Brandon Shortt. Alderman Chris Basler joined the meeting at 7:05 PM. Alderman Monica Rozier was absent. Also attending the meeting was Mark Evans with the Ste. Genevieve Herald and Gail and Steve Zoellner.
The Meeting opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.
The minutes from the previous meeting were read and approved with a motion from Brandon Shortt seconded by John Schweigert.
Alderman John Schweigert made a motion to pay all current expenditures, seconded by Brandon Shortt. The Motion was approved.
Overdue water bills were reviewed.  Notices were sent Wednesday, 09/04/19.
Mayor Monia reported: The waterline connection on Clement Road was made Tuesday, September 3, 2019. Issues with a nearby manhole were discovered and CE Contracting is going to address this as soon as possible. When the corn from the field near the Treatment Plant is harvested, sludge will be land applied. Wastewater Treatment Plant Supervisor Ron Berkbuegler will be retiring when his license expires in early 2021. Jake Byington has been put on retainer to train with Mr. Berkbuegler till then as he completes his training and education to obtain necessary certification. The Eagle Scout project in the Sunset Park is complete. Park Superintendent Al Gielow has retired from mowing for the City. This is being taken care of now until the end of season and this Spring, the City will look to hire someone for this job and as a general maintenance man.
Mayor Monia would like for Alderman Brandon Shortt to research projects for a feature in the Sunset Park targeting ages eight to fourteen, approximately. It will be placed on the upper, Southern portion of the Park. The budget should be in the $100,000.00 range with a plus/minus of $50,000.00. He would like options by the January 2020 meeting.

Clerk’s notes: Rick Drury attended a Transportation Committee Meeting on August 21, 2019. He was told that when the State’s Oil Truck becomes available in the first part of September, a crew will lay an oil base and asphalt overlay at the intersection of Highway 61 and Y. Hopefully this will address the rather serious issue there until the Highway 61 resurfacing project in 2020. Two Certificates of Deposit were obtained for the City from the General account for $100,000.00 each on Wednesday, August 15, 2019. There have been problems with trash service at the Treatment Plant. Pickup is scheduled for twice monthly and there have been several times this did not occur. Clerk Randoll was contacted by a representative and these issues were addressed. A new service contract was signed saving the City almost $100.00 per month.
Alderman Chris Basler made a motion to enter a closed session for Real Estate Purposes at 7:20 PM, seconded by John Schweigert. Alderman Basler, Aye; Alderman Schweigert, Aye; Alderman Shortt, Aye.

Closed Session:

Gail and Steve Zoellner have purchased a lot on Clement Road and plan to build 5 to 8 duplex units, for a total of 10 to 18 residences. They will be brick and stone, handicap accessible with either a basement or safe room. There will be a 20’ concrete apron on each unit, coming off what they hope to be a 30’ concrete street. As the City Code Book Building Specification stand, they will only be able to do this if the City issues an easement variance, allowing them to build adjacent to the 15’ easement on the northern side of the property, adjoining John Sexhauer’s property. The current setbacks are 15’ side to side, 25’ front, 30’ back. The Zoellner’s issued the Easement to the City for the waterline connection recently completed and the Bloomsdale City Council has no problem granting this request. Clerk Randoll will contact City Attorney Mark Bishop to draw up paperwork. The Council is also willing to allow the Zoellner’s to pay one connection fee for each unit, up to five units. Subsequent units will be subject to two connection fees. These fees are $700.00/water; $700.00/sewer; $50.00/meter deposit for a total of $1,450.00. If the owner performs the necessary excavation, a $250.00 credit is applied. They will be charged the $50.00-meter deposit for each residence. They are planning to run a sewer force main through the center of the project utilizing mini grinder stations at each unit. This will require a manhole to be installed. This will be the responsibility of the property owner. The Zoellner’s are requesting their requests be answered in writing and the City will add a stipulation stating no manufactured homes will be allowed these agreed upon concessions.
